The two lines may seem confusing at fi rst . . .
The solid line represents the outer perimeter of your front or back cover background.
The dashed line represents where the fl ap will fold.

So, why does Lightning Source® want the background to extend past the fold?
To make the dust jacket more pleasing to the eye, this ‘wrapping’ allows for slight variances in applying the 
jacket to the book. 

By wrapping the cover background or image .25" (6.00mm) you can avoid having the Flap Background visible 
when the book is closed. If you observe a dust jacket, you will notice that none of the folds are crisp creases. 
Instead, all folds are rounded to fi t around the thickness of the hard back cover. 

Dust Jackets have a tendency to move. The ‘wrap’ allows the movement, while keeping the front and back 
cover artwork visible when the book is not open.

The wrap specifi cation for a Dust Jacket is:
  • .25” (6.00mm) past the Fold Marks (onto the fl aps) of the front and back covers.
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
